SIGNIFICANT CHANGES IN JANUARY 2007

THE UK INTEGRATED TARIFF 

The UK Integrated Tariff is undergoing significant changes in January 2007. The Harmonised System (HS) on which it is based has been re structured, affecting a significant number of the commodity codes within the Tariff.

COMBINED NOMENCLATURE (CN)

The CN is an EU system derived from the HS and changes to it must be agreed and ratified by all Member States before publication. 

The CN for 2007 is unlikely to be available until late October 2006 at the earliest, due to the time required obtaining agreement from all Member States. Correlation tables will be available after the publication of the CN. 

HM Revenue and Customs are aware of the potential impact this will have on many businesses, particularly where companies use many commodity codes and appreciate that you may need advance warning to prepare your systems in time for January 2007.

SINGLE ADMINISTRATIVE DOCUMENT (SAD) HARMONISATION

 You may also be aware of changes to the Tariff being made as a result of SAD Harmonisation. All of those sections of the Tariff dealing with completion of the SAD and associated appendices will change from January 2007 to complement the introduction of the first element of this major change. A further amendment will appear in July 2007 when the full changes become operational. The amendments to the Tariff will explain in full what revised data you will be required to supply and by when.
