CHIEF New Export System – Additional CCS-UK Procedure for dis-association of redundant DUCRs 


1. Introduction

In the CCS-UK environment, individual export declarations must always be associated to a Master Unique Consignment Reference (MUCR) on CHIEF in the prescribed format (eg A:12312345678), and the MUCR closed on CHIEF, before delivery to frontier. Transit Sheds report arrival and receive a CHIEF response at MUCR level only. Permission to load the AWB for export will only be given to the shed if all associated declarations are granted permission to progress. Declarants should therefore ensure that any cancelled entries have also been dis-associated from the MUCR before delivery to the shed.     

Once arrival of an export MUCR has been notified to CHIEF by a Transit Shed Operator, only that shed operator is entitled to dis-associate any declarations on CHIEF. (eg to obtain clearance of the balance if one DUCR is to be detained). This is because they have physical control of the goods and, in normal circumstances, any dis-association on CHIEF at this stage must reflect physical segregation of the goods and splitting of the consignment record in the shed system.  

2. Changes from 28th June 2004 

Changes are being implemented on CHIEF from 28 June 2004 which will enforce 

this restriction more strictly. This should not change the current procedures where 

dis-association is undertaken by the shed operator as a result of agreeing to physically split the consignment. However, in exceptional cases, dis-association 

on CHIEF by the shed operator may now also be necessary for redundant declarations that do not relate to any physical packages. Such declarations should have been dis-associated by the agent/declarant before delivery. However, if not done before report by the shed, declarants will not now be able to dis-associate on CHIEF.  

It has therefore been agreed with CCS-UK community representatives that it will be the declarant / agent’s responsibility to request customs permission for the Transit Shed to dis-associate any redundant DUCRs in these circumstances.  Copies of the enclosed form may be used for this purpose. Customs will endorse the form as permission to the trader, if satisfied that all goods physically included in the consignment have been entered correctly. Transit sheds will only undertake the dis-association action on CHIEF (CHIEF transaction AEAC) without physically splitting consignments  , when evidence of the necessary customs permission is provided to them.
