Clarification on Use Of NCTS With CCS-UK Inter-Airport Removal Procedures

HM Revenue & Customs HQ have issued further clarification on use of NCTS 

with the existing local removal procedures in Community System Provider systems, such as CCS-UK. 

Use of NCTS is still not required for removals between inventory linked locations in the UK, controlled within the same CSP system. Inter-Airport Removals between CCS-UK airports may therefore continue as before. 

Since 1 July however, NCTS declarations were required for removals to Non CCS-UK locations.  This includes both Through AWBs and Inter Airport Removal Requests to non CCS-UK airports such as  LBA, NWI , BOH, SOU,  EXT, & PLH..

Following representations to HMRC, it is recognised that some traders may have thought that CCS-UK removals to non-inventory linked locations were also exempt from NCTS, and may not yet have arranged the necessary NCTS access. Accordingly, use of NCTS for inter-airport removals to non CCS-UK airports will not become mandatory until the 30th October 2005. 

Use of NCTS declarations remains mandatory for movements to other member states, that are not covered by the CT air simplificication procedures. i.e. Through AWBs or  Transit Requests for goods which are to be on-carried to or via another member state by road,  or are to be fitted as ships spares in UK ports do still require NCTS.    

When an NCTS declaration is input,  it will be in addition to the mechanism used to release the consignment on CCS-UK. (e.g.. Through AWB Release, Inter-Airport Removal, Transit Removal Request, or CHIEF C21 under CPC 000290).

For those Inter Airport Removal Requests and Transit Requests where an NCTS 

Declaration is now raised,  the LRI field in the Request should be declared as Y 

“for  T1  purposes only”, unless being input by an NCTS Authorised Consignor.  
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
